The "Yama procession of the Ogaki Festival" is registered as a UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage 
and designated as an Important Intangible Folk Cultural Property of Japan. It is a traditional festival 
that has been carefully passed down since the Edo period. The festival features three Yama given by 
the Ogaki feudal lord, along with ten Yama from the townspeople, parading through the castle town. 
It combines the eastern "karakuri" (mechanical performances) 
and western dancing traditions of Japan, showcasing the 
unique cultural features of both.Enjoy many highlights of the 
festival, including a variety of 

“karakuri” arts, splendid Japanese 
dance by children, and a fantastic 
night festival with lanterns lighting 
up the gorgeous Yama.
